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I am an individual member of Ohioans for Concealed Carry (“*OFCC”) and the
National Rifle Association (“NRA”), organizations promoting the education
and training of the public with regard to the possession, ownership,
transportation, safe handling, and the carry and use of firearms for hunting,
sport shooting, and defense.

I am a firearm owner, NRA certified instructor and range safety officer and 1
am qualified to teach a course meeting the requirements of the Ohio concealed
carry competency certifications, and | have been issued an Ohio License to
Carry a Concealed Handgun (“CHL™).

When applying for and obtaining my CHL, it is and was my understanding that
I could legally carry a concealed handgun in Ohio, except in prohibited areas as
set forth in Ohio Revised Code. It is my belief from reading Ohio Revised
Code Section 2923.126(B) that | am permitted to carry a concealed handgun
within the City of Cleveland, its parks, playgrounds, beaches, marinas, among
other public places.

I have read the codified ordinances of Cleveland. Part Six. Offenses and
Business Activities Code, Title I, General Offenses, Chapter 627 and
Chapter 628; and Title VII, Business Regulation Chapter 674, Handgun
Possession and Sale, prohibiting the carry of firearms in the City of
Cleveland, its parks, playgrounds, beaches, marinas, among other public
places.

Local municipal ordinances, including the codified ordinances of Cleveland,
that add or modify the State and Federal firearm regulations prevent
uniformity because they subject firearm owners to different non-uniform
standards and criminal penalties without notice, and the local ordinances may
change from municipality to municipality making it essentially impossible to
understand or know what conduct is prohibited.

As an individual, and a member of OFCC and NRA, I am interested in the laws
of the State of Ohio with regard to the regulation and licensing of firearms, and
I am personally and professionally affected by the laws of the State of Ohio and
the codified ordinances of the Cleveland.

The codified ordinances of Cleveland impose criminal penalties against persons
who carry openly or a concealed handgun in the City of Cleveland, its parks,
playgrounds, beaches, marinas, among other public places.

I live in and travel through the City of Cleveland on a daily basis. 1 carry a
concealed handgun.

The potential criminal arrest for violating the codified ordinances of Cleveland,
jeopardizes my life, liberty and property interests, has a chilling affect on my
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fundamental right to protect myself in the manner I choose and could resuit it
the loss of my emplovmen:
